NEW Procedure to leave/exit the parade route to go to your Home
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" DISBANDING AT THE END OF THE PARAD
DO NOT STOP TO DISBAND AT THE END OF THE PARADE AT CENTER AND WATER STREETS OR ON WATER STREET

ITSELF, BUT turn right (north) onto Water street and proceed to First and Water streets. There is a dirt parking lot located
on the right (east) side. There will be a porta john and trash barrel for your use as you break down your float or undecorate
your vehicle. Do not put wood or glass into the trash barrel, only paper/light broken down cardboard. Please leave the
parking lot as soon as you are done breaking down to leave space for the floats coming behind you. When exiting the
parking lot proceed down Water Street to First (1%!) street, turn right to Madison Ave. Turn left (north) on Madison and go to
Woodside. Turn right (east) on Woodside and go to Trumbull. Turn left (north) on Trumbull to cross Independence bridge
(open & NO fee). Follow Wilder Road (west) to Euclid Ave or to the | 75 freeway to continue to your destination. We need
to keep the parade flowing well at the end of the parade route to avoid delays for the parade units behind you. There will

be a police officer or parade official at Center and Water streets to help direct traffic.
